Release of matching State Share of funds for implementation of Centrally

Sponsored Scheme “Integrated Wastelands Development Programme” in

Burdwan District as the 2nd instalment during the financial year 2008-2009. 
Sir,


I am directed to say that the Governor has been pleased to accord sanction to an expenditure and make allotment of a sum of Rs.4,75,227/- (Rupees four lakh seventy five thousand two hundred twenty seven) only as matching State Share of fund for the implementation of Centrally Sponsored Scheme “Integrated Wastelands Development Programme” in IWDP (Project-V) in Durgapur-Faridpur Block of Burdwan district of West Bengal during the financial year 2008-2009 against the 2nd instalment of Central Share of Rs.50,90,085/- (Rupees fifty lakh ninety thousand eighty five) only sanctioned and released by the Government of India as a part of the total cost of Project amounting to Rs.190.09 lakh in the district of Burdwan for a total period of 5 years from 2005-2006 to 2010-2011 vide Order No. K11011/54/2006-IWDP, dated 17.02.09.

2.
The fund released (both Central Share and State Share) should be utilised subject to the following conditions :-

i) The fund should be utilised only for the implementation of IWDP in Watersheds in Durgapur-Faridpur Block under Burdwan as approved by the Government of India.

ii) The Project Implementing Agencies would be Durgapur-Faridpur Panchayat Samity.


iii) The other terms and conditions already conveyed will remain the same.

iv) The Physical and financial progress report of each quarter is to be sent regularly by the Zilla Parishad to the Central Government as also to this Department.

v) The Zilla Parishad will ensure that the fund will be gainfully utilized as per approved cost norms and guidelines of the scheme in the ratio of Rs.5,500:500/- per hector. This amount will be spent only on approved items of works included in the detailed Annual Action Plan. The proposed area coverage should not overlap with any other scheme and there should be no duplication of Central/State assistance in any case.

3.
No purchase of Vehicles/Photocopier/Video/Projector and construction of any permanent buildings etc. is allowed under the programme.

4.
The Zilla Parishad shall account for the interest being accrued on the project money kept with the bank. The interest accrued on the bank account should be accounted for while sending requisition for 3rd instalment as also in the Quarterly Progress Report. The interest accrued can be spent only on the items of work specified in the work programme.

5.
The next instalment will be released only after all unspent balance and 50% of the instalment now being released have been spent. That is the unspent balance at the time of seeking the next instalment should not be more than 50% of the last instalment released. The next instalment will be released on submission of Quarterly Progress Report, Utilisation Certificate and Audited statement of accounts (upto latest) and mid-term Evaluation Report from an approved evaluator. Online entry for QPR/MPR should be done also. Physical output should be raised at per with the expenditure incurred.

The Project Director of DRD Cell of Burdwan Zilla Parishad will be the Drawing and Disbursing Officer of the fund so allotted. He will draw the fund from the concerned Treasury in Grant-in-aid bill form over the counter signature of District Magistrate, Burdwan and keep it in the respective account of the DRD Cell of Burdwan Zilla Parishad for subsequent transfer to P/A.

The charge involved will proceed against the head of account, “2501-Special Programme for Rural Development-05-800-Other Expenditure-SP-State Plan-(Annual Plan & 10th Plan)-001-Integrated Wastelands Development Programme [PN]-V-31-grants-in-aid-02-other grants” in the State Budget for the current financial year 2008-2009.
