In cancellation to this Department order No. 150(Sanction)-RD/PH&S/S/1E-2/2007(Pt-I)dt. 10.09.07, I am directed by order of the Governor to say that the Governor has been pleased to sanction expenditure and to make allotment of Rs.78.724lakh (Rupees seventy eight lakh seventy two thousand four hundred ) only towards a portion of matching State Share (MNP) for Nadia, under Total Sanitation Campaign of the Restructured Central Rural Sanitation Programme during 2007-2008. This allotment is corresponding to already released Central Share  (indicated in margin) to the district. With this release, the cumulative state share released in favour of the district is Rs.262.299 lakh representing 90% of the total state share.

The release of fund is subject to the terms and condition mentioned below: -

 a)
  
The project will be implemented in accordance with the restructured guidelines and any other instruction issued in this respect from time to time.

b)
The expenditure will be incurred only for constructions of such components as have been approved by    the National Sanctioning Committee. 

c)
There will be no subsidy out of Government funds for persons above poverty line.

d)
Monthly, Quarterly and Annual Progress Report will be sent regularly.

e)
The funds will be released in four instalments viz. 30% as Ist. Instalment, 30% as IInd. Instalment, 30% as IIIrd. Instalment and the remaining 10% as IVth. Instalments. The 2nd and 3rd Instalments will be released only if the expenditure is at least 60% of the available funds is made (releases made by the Central/State Government + plus carried over unutilized funds from the previous years) and on production of requisite progress reports and utilization certificates. The 4th Instalment will be released only if the expenditure is at least 80% of the available funds (releases made by the Central/State Government + plus carried over unutilized funds from the previous years) and on completion of the requisite formalities.

Further, the release of the subsequent instalments will be subject to the conditions that: ----

i)
Contribution from the beneficiaries should enviably be collected.

ii)
Separate utilization certificates for Central and State Share duly signed by the head of the implementing agency and the Accountant Generals certificate/Chartered Accountants certificate of actual expenditure will have to be submitted

f)
The project will be completed within the period of 3-4 years.

g)
It must be ensured that no new work is under taken under the “allocation based” programme of the CRSP during the project period in the TSC districts. h)  Private Schools are not to be considered for granting subsidy for providing sanitation facilities in such schools.              

i)
No additional post shall be created for this purpose.

Drawing & Disbursing Officer of the office of the Director of Panchayats & Rural Development (DPRD) will be the Drawing and Disbursing Officer in respect of the fund allotted herein. The amount of Rs. 78.724lakh (Rupees seventy eight lakh seventy two thousand four hundred )only will be drawn from Kolkata Pay & Accounts Office and disbursed by the aforesaid D.D.O. to the Nadia, district accordingly as shown in the column –V in the table at page –1 of this allotment order, in the manner laid down in this Department G.O. No. 3116/PN/O/II/3B-5/2005 dt. 17th May 2006. He will also submit annual accounts to Pr. Accountant General (Audit), West Bengal, in terms of Finance Department memo No.3159-F dt. 20.04.07

The charges of Rs. 78.724lakh (Rupees seventy eight lakh seventy two thousand four hundred ) only  [under MNP on this account will be debatable to the head “ 2515-Other Rural Development Programme (Panchayati Raj) - 00- 800- Other Expenditure - SP- State Plan (Annual Plan & Ninth Plan)- 004-Assistance to Panchayati Raj Bodies for Sewerage and Rural Sanitation - V-31-Grants in Aid- 02-Other Grants” in the current years budget.
