        Sanction is hereby conveyed and release is made of a total sum of Rs. 579.50 Lakh (Rupees Five Crore Seventy Nine Lakh and Fifty Thousand) only in respect of 5 (five) districts as shown at col. no. 9 of the statement at ANNEXURE-I out of a total sum of Rs. 579.50 Lakh (Rupees Five Crore Seventy Nine Lakh and Fifty Thousand) only by the Ministry of Rural Development, Department of Drinking Water Supply, Government of India as grant-in-aid under TSC for 2009-10 as a part of Central Share of Central Rural Sanitation Programme as per sanction order no. W-11044/2009-CRSP dated 30.03.2010 in terms of Revised Fund Release Procedure under Total Sanitation Campaign of the Government of India and credited to the S/B A/C No. 30715397445 of State Bank of India, Kolkata Main Branch of West Bengal State Rural Development Agency (W.B.S.R.D.A).       
 2. The terms and conditions for the release of funds included in the guidelines for implementation of Total Sanitation Campaign shall be followed.
 3. This release is being made to accelerate sanitation coverage in rural areas and access to toilets to all by 2012. Priorities set in the guidelines and other instructions issued from time to time shall be followed.     

 4.  All funds are to be utilized for the purpose for which it is being released and no part of it will be diverted for any other purpose.

 5. The grantee districts receiving fund herein shall maintain a separate account in respect of the grants received by them under this programme and any unspent balance out of this grant will be refunded immediately by the grantee districts after the close of the current financial year.

 6.  The grantee districts will be required to furnish the UCs and ASAs for the funds released along with outcomes indicating component wise utilization as per funding norms both under Central and State share.

 7.  The State/ Implementing Agency(s) will be responsible for taking all necessary approvals/clearances as per rules and regulations for the implementation of the Total Sanitation Campaign.

 8.   The assets acquired wholly or partially out of this amount will not be disposed off, encumbered or utilized for the purpose other than those for which these assets are acquired.
 9.     The accounts of the recipient institution or organization shall be open to inspection by sanctioning authority and audit both by the Comptroller and Auditor General of India under the provisions of CAG (DPC) Act, 1971 and Internal Audit of the Principal Accounts Office functioning under Chief Controller of Accounts whenever the institution or organization is called upon to do so and a provision to this effect should invariably be incorporated in all orders sanctioning grants-in-aid.

 10.     The progress of the implementation of the scheme /programme shall be reviewed by a Review Mission constituted by the Government of India/State Government consisting of members from Centre, State or eminent persons from organizations of repute in this field before release of subsequent installment.
