The Governor is hereby pleased to accord sanction and to place a total grant of Rs. 2.33,02,770/- (Rupees  Two crore Thirty three lakh Two thousand Seven hundred and Seventy) only, comprising of a  Central Share  of  Rs.1,16,51,385 (Rupees One crore Sixteen  lakh Fifty one thousand Three hundred and Eighty five) only and a State Share of Rs.1,16,51,385 (Rupees One crore Sixteen  lakh Fifty one thousand Three hundred and Eighty five) only, towards implementation of  the Indira Gandhi National Old Age Pension Scheme (IGNOAPS) for the payment of pension as well as arrear pension to the eligible beneficiaries as per Annexure-A, at the disposal of the  Director of Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal.

The Drawing and Disbursing Officer of the Directorate of Panchayats and Rural Development (DPRD), West Bengal, who is hereby declared as the DDO in respect of the fund sanctioned and released, as above, shall draw the amount in advance who shall draw the amount as Grant-in-Aid under new T.R. Form No. 31 (Old T.R. Form No. 48) from the Pay & Accounts Office-I, Kolkata, and deposit the same in the Fund Transfer Account, opened for this purpose of the DPRD in the SBI, Kolkata Main Branch, in terms of this Department’s Notification No. 3116/PN/O/II/3B-5/2005 dated 17.05.06.

(iii) Rs. 9,32,111/-(Rupees Nine lakh thirty two  thousand One hundred and eleven) only  as Central Share will be debitable to the head of Account “2235-Social Security and Welfare-60-Other Social Security and Welfare Programmes-796 Tribal Areas Sub-Plan-SP-State Plan (Annual Plan and Eleventh Plan)-002-Provision against ACA for National Old Age Pension (NOAPS) (Central Share) (NSAP) [PN]-V-04-Pension/Gratuities”,under Demand No.40 from the Budget for the year 2008-09.

(ii)  Rs.23,30,277/- (Rupees Twenty three  lakh Thirty thousand Two hundred and Seventy seven) only as State Share will be debitable to the head of account “2235-Social Security and Welfare-60-Other Social Security and Welfare Programmes-789-Special  Component Plan for SC-SP-State Plan (Annual Plan and Eleventh Plan)-001- National Old Age Pension Scheme (NOAPS) (NSAP)  (State Share) (NSAP) [PN]-V-04-Pension/Gratuities


(iii) Rs. 9,32,111/-(Rupees Nine lakh thirty two  thousand One hundred and eleven) only as State Share will be debitable to the head of account “2235-Social Security and Welfare-60-Other Social Security and Welfare Programmes-796 Tribal Areas Sub-Plan- SP-State Plan (Annual Plan and Eleventh Plan)- 001- National Old Age Pension Scheme (NOAPS) (NSAP)  (State Share) (NSAP) [PN]-V-04-Pension/Gratuities”,under Demand No.40 from the Budget for the year 2008-09.

5. The DDO of the Directorate of Panchayats & R.D shall transfer such amounts, as stated above, to the Fund Transfer (FT) Accounts of the Zilla Parishads of the district, as shown in the Annexure-A, as will be actually required by the Gram Panchayats within the respective districts, to clear the pensions to IGNOAPS beneficiaries as per Annexure-A.

6. i) Keeping in view the total amount of a district, as shown in the Annexure-A, the Zilla Parishads shall, within one week of crediting of the transferred amount in the respective FT Account of the Zilla Parishads, again transfer such amounts to the Fund Transfer (FT) Accounts of all the Gram Panchayats (as will be communicated by the Director of Panchayats and Rural Development (DP&RD), West Bengal ).
7. In the respective districts, opened in local SBI Bank branches in terms of Notification No.3116/PN/O/II/3B-5/2005 dated 17.05.06,as will be actually required by the respective Gram Panchayats to clear the pensions payable, to all the IGNOAPS beneficiaries as per Annexure-A.

ii) The Zilla Parishad will also send the  copy of the Advice for the SBI to the Gram Panchayats n the district concerned, so that the GP can identify the fund in question in it’s FT Account.  

8.
If the actual amount required by all the Gram Panchayats for the period up to 31st March exceeds or falls short of the amount allocated, the District Magistrate of the concerned district, should send immediate report to the Commissioner, Panchayats & Rural Development, West Bengal.
