                                                                                                Allotment Order

The Governor is pleased to sanction an allotment of Rs 14,32,000/- (Rupees Fourteen Lakh Thirty Two Thousand] only on an ad-hoc basis for the financial year 2007-2008 and to place the same at the disposal of the Director, Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal for payment of grants to the Gram Panchayats as existed on 31st March, 1990 in different districts.  The allotment is the compensation of loss sustained by such Gram Panchayats in the current financial year due to the implementation of the order of this Department Vide No: 2329/Panchyat Dated 11.11.91. Wherein the State Government decided that the system of collection of tax on Trades, Professions, callings by the local bodies would be discontinued and would compensate the annual loss of revenue of such local bodies in due course.

2.
The Governor is further pleased to authorise the Director, Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal to make necessary allotments to the respective District Panchayat and Rural Development Officers, who will determine the amounts admissible to each Gram Panchayat and the Municipalities, if any, subject to the principles as laid down below and sub-allot the funds due to the Gram Panchayats to the respective Block Development Officers for payment to the Gram Panchayats as grants. The District Panchayats and Rural Development Officer shall pay the amounts, due to the Municipality or Municipalities, if any.

3.       The District Panchayat and Rural Development Officers and the Block Development Officers are hereby declared the drawing and disbursing officer for payment of the grant within their respective jurisdictions, subject to the following provisions-.

(a)
The amount of grant admissible to the -Gram Panchayats which existed on 31st March,1990 shall be determined on the basis of the average collection of such taxes in 2004-05, 2005-06 and 2006-07 in the respective district.
(b)
If the jurisdiction of a Gram Panchayat has remained unchanged since 31.03.1990, the said Gram Panchayat shall get the amount as arrived at in terms of (a). above
(c)
In case the entire Gram Panchayat as existed on 31.03.90, has completely been merged with a Municipality or a Municipal Corporation in their turn, the amount as would have been due to the said Gram Panchayat, had it continued to exist, shall be paid to the Municipality or the Municipal Corporation.
[d]
In case of a Gram Panchyat that existed on 31.03. 1990, the jurisdiction of which had subsequently been divided to form two or more Gram Panchayats, or some parts of it have been merged with one or more Gram Panchayats, or one or more Municipalities or Municipal Corporations, the amount admissible to that Gram Panchayat, shall be paid to the newly created Gram Panchayats, or to the Gram Panchayats and/or the Municipalities or Municipal Corporations, as the case may be and the existing Gram Panchyat, parts of which have been merged with other G.Ps. or Municipal Bodies, in the ratio by which the assets and liabilities of the entire Gram Panchayat had with which such parts that had been merged, or redistributed in pursuance of the determination made by the prescribed authority, i.e., District Magistrate under section 6 (2) of the West Bengal Panchayat Act.

The Gram Panchayats which came into existence on or after 01.04.1990 with areas, which were not included in the jurisdiction of any Gram Panchayat, or Gram Panchayats, being in existence up to 31.03.90, will, obviously, get no share of grant out of this sanction. 
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4.
The charge on account of the grant sanctioned above will be met from the provision under the head of account-“3604-00-200-OtherMiscellaneous Compensation and Assignments -NP-Non Plan-004-Grants to Gram Panchayat in lieu of taxes realized on trades, profession and callings [PN]-V-31-Grants-in-aid-02-Other Grants” in the current year’s budget (2007-08) under demand No.40.

5.
The District Panchayat and Rural Development Officer will forward a consolidated statement showing the names of the Blocks and the amount of grant paid to different Gram Panchayats and/or Municipalities or Municipal Corporations in satisfaction of the guidelines mentioned in paragraph 2 above together with the TV No and date and also a consolidated utilisation certificate of all the local bodies within the Blocks to the Director, Panchayats and Rural Development at the earliest.

This order issues in exercise of the powers delegated under Finance Department’s No 1800-FB dated 31.12.2007.
