       ALLOTMENT ORDER NO-2
O R D E R

 The undersigned is directed by the order of the Governor to say that the Governor is hereby pleased to accord sanction and to release a total amount of Rs. 119,17, 22,000.00 (Rupees one hundred nineteen crore seventeen lakh twenty two thousand) only to the Panchayat Raj Institutions (PRI) in the 18 (eighteen) districts and to the Darjeeling Gorkha Hill Council (DGHC) of the State of West Bengal as the first instalment of Grant for the year 2007-08 on the recommendations of the Twelfth Finance Commission.

The charges in this respect are debitable to the head of account “2515-00-800-Other Expenditure-NP-NON PLAN- 014-Assistance to Panchayati Raj Bodies, recommended by TwFC [PN]-V -31-Grants-in-aid-02-Other Grants” under Demand No. 40 during the financial year 2007-08.

3. The Drawing & Disbursing Officer of the Directorate of Panchayats & Rural Development (DPRD), West Bengal, who is hereby declared as the DDO in respect of the fund sanctioned and released, as above, shall draw the entire amount in grant-in-aid bill (Form T.R.48) from the Pay & Accounts Office-I, Kolkata, and credit the same in the Fund Transfer Account of the Director of Panchayats & Rural Development, West Bengal, in the SBI, Kolkata Main Branch, opened in terms of this Department Notification no. 3116/PN/O/II/3B-5/2005 dated 17.05.06.
4.
a) Shares of the districts as shown in Annexure A shall be transferred by the DDO of the Directorate of Panchayats & Rural Development (DPRD), West Bengal, from the Fund Transfer (FT) Account of the DPRD in the SBI, Kolkata Main Branch, to the respective Fund Transfer (FT) Accounts of the respective  Zilla Parishads, Mahakuma Parishad and of the DGHC.


b) Simultaneously, the DDO of the DPRD will advise the Executive Officer of the respective Zilla/Mahakuma Parishad to advise the respective SBI Bank branch for transferring the shares Panchayat Samitis and of the Gram Panchayats of his district as per Annexure-B to the FT Accounts of the respective Panchayat Samitis and of the Gram Panchayats through FT mechanism introduced for the purpose, in terms of Notification no. 3116/PN/O/II/3B-5/2005 dated 17.05.06 of this Department. 


c) The Executive Officer of the respective Zilla /Mahakuma Parishad shall also send copy of the Advice for the SBI  to the PSs & GPs so that the Panchayat Body can identify the amount in the FT Account.

5.
As soon as the total amount of fund will be credited in its Fund Transfer Account, the Zilla Parishads, the Siliguri Mahakuma Parishad, Panchayat Samitis and Gram Panchayats shall withdraw their own shares of fund from the FT Account and deposit the same in its Local Fund Account in the District Treasury or in the designated Bank Accounts ( in case of Gram Panchayats ) for subsequent utilization.  

6.
The DGHC shall withdraw the entire fund from the FT Account to its LF Account in the Treasury and shall immediately thereafter release the shares of the respective Gram Panchayats.
7.
Amounts set aside from the share of the Gram Panchayats for printing of forms, registers, ledgers etc. in connection with Gram Panchayat (Accounts, Audit & Budget ) Rules, 2007 will be placed with the respective Zilla Parishads/Mahakuma Parishad and DGHC  shortly for payment to the printers/suppliers for the aforesaid works.

8.
Amounts set aside for water testing through laboratories from the share of the Zilla Parishads/Mahakuma Parishad and Panchayat Samitis will be placed separately with the respective Zilla Parishads/Mahakuma Parishad and Panchayat Samitis shortly.
9.
The Zilla Parishads of the respective districts, the DGHC in respect of Darjeeling Sadar, Kalimpong and Kurseong Sub-Divisions of Darjeeling district and the Siliguri Mahakuma Parishad in respect of Siliguri Sub-Division of Darjeeling district, will furnish monthly expenditure report for their own share of funds, as well as Panchayat Samiti shares and Gram Panchayat shares of fund, in the prescribed proforma. 
10.
This Grant under the recommendation of the Twelfth Finance Commission, shall be utilized in accordance with the guidelines prescribed in this Department’s G.O. vide no. 4808/PN/O/I/4F-1/05 dated 29.07.05, followed by G.O. vide no. 5234/PN/O/I/1S-1/05 dated 25.08.2005, G.O. vide no. 272/PN/O/II/1M-4/2005 dated 24.01.06, and G.O. vide no. 914/PN/O/II/1M-4/2005 dated 21.02.06.

Allotment of fund is no authority to incur any expenditure unless the same is covered by sanction of the appropriate rules /authority. No expenditure should be made in excess of this allotment.
