Sub – incorporation of claims and objections in Rural Household database

Ref- This Department Memo No.7878 RD/P/SGSY/20M-6/08 dated 18th December,2008

Sir,


I would like to draw your attention to the memo quoted in the reference addressed to the Savadhipati, Burdwan Zilla Parishad copies of which were endorsed to you. I may reiterate that claims and objections on the lists prepared on the basis of Rural Household Survey, including suo-moto corrections  is to be incorporated in the database of Rural Household Survey database    ( RHS database ). The latest version of the software viz. RHS 2.0.1M provides for the scope for modification of scores, addition of new families and deletion of families which have been wrongly incorporated. But these changes will not  be amalgamated in the basic records instantly until the net zero increase in the number of the BPL families are ensured and reported. However, it will be possible to view the effect of such inclusion / deletion or modification as the case may be , and compare the same with the existing distribution for taking  decision how the net zero increase may be given effect.

You are requested to please issue necessary instructions so that data entry  of the claims and objections including changes resultant out of  suo-moto enquiry may be incorporated in the RHS database to give effect of the net non-zero increase in number of BPL families . After such exercise, an information regarding to completion of such process may be informed to this end so that final patch of the software may be deployed for generation of revised BPL list .
