RULES

          The method of, and the qualification required for recruitment to the post of Panchayat Accounts & Audit Officer under Panchayats & Rural Development Department, Government of West Bengal, shall be as detailed below: -

1. Method of Recruitment:

(a) 60% of the post by direct recruitment through the Public Service Commission, West Bengal;

(b) 40% of the post by selection from employees of Zilla Parishad, Panchayat Samities and Gram Panchayats to be made on the basis of interview to be conducted by the Public Service Commission, West Bengal.

                             Essential: Bachelor’s Degree in Commerce of a recognized University in both the cases of selection and direct recruitment; 

                             Desirable: Diploma in Computer Applications from any Institute recognized by the State Government or Central Government of State Council of Technical Education or A.I.C.T.E.;

3. Age: 

(a) There would be age relaxation upto 40 years for candidates by selection under 1(b) above;

(b) For direct recruitment: Not more than 32 years on the 1st day of January of the year of advertisement;
