O R D E R

Whereas a proposal has since been received from the Housing Department for according permission for construction of building on the lands which fall within 16(sixteen)moujas namely Bhatenda (J.L. No.28), Khamar (J.L. No.29), Kalaberia(J.L. No.30), Basina(J.L. No.31), Umarhati (J.L. No.48), Choto Chandpur (J.L. No.43), Jamalpara(J.L. No.42), Bishnupur (J.L. No.44 Part), Kashinathpur (J.L. No.39), Kalikapur (J.L. No.40), Gauragari (J.L. No.37), Jhalgachhi (J.L. No.38), Nawabad(J.L. No.53), Hudarait (J.L.No.54), Sikharpur(J.L. No.49) and Bishnupur (J.L. No.44 Part) comprising four Gram Panchayats viz; Rajarhat- Bishnupur I, Rajarhat-Bishnupur II, Patharghata and Chandpur(hereinafter referred to as the said Gram Panchayats) within Rajarhat Panchayat Samiti in the district of North 24 Parganas; 


And whereas, it has also been proposed to authorize Bhangor – Rajarhat Area Development Authority (BRADA) to accord permission for construction of buildings covering areas of 16(sixteen)mouzas of the said Gram Panchayats ;


And whereas, the Governor is satisfied that the State Government in the Department of Housing, by virtue of measure so far taken is deemed to have declared its intention to prepare and publish a development plan with respect to the said area comprised in four Gram Panchayats as referred to above within the concept and meaning of section 114A of the West Bengal Panchayat Act, 1973(West Bengal Act XLI of 1973);


Now, therefore, in exercise of the power conferred under section 212 ibid, the Governor is pleased hereby to direct that in terms of sub-section(2) of section 114A ibid, section 23, section 24 and section 25 ibid shall cease, with immediate effect, to remain in force in the said areas, of the aforesaid four Gram Panchayats.


The Governor is further pleased to direct that the Bhangar-Rajarhat Development Authority (BRADA) will accord permission to the construction of houses/structure within its area on the condition that 20% of money collected by BRADA from that area will be credited to Rajarhat Panchayat Samitis fund when the said Panchayat Samiti shall contribute 80% of such proceeds to the concerned Gram Panchayats (4 aforesaid Gram Panchayats) and the balance fund will be retained by them.


The Governor is also pleased to authorize BRADA under section 114A(4) ibid to render advice, technical or otherwise to the Rajarhat Panchayat Samiti on the performance of its functions and discharge of its duties with respect to the area covered by the development plan.
