                                                              O R D E R


In continuation of this Department order no.1673/PN/O/I/IE-4/08 dated 15.4.2008 issued in terms of section 212 of the West Bengal Panchayat Act, 1973(West Bengal Act XLI of 1973), the Governor is further pleased to direct, in exercise of the aforesaid section, that the Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis and the Zilla Parishads of all the districts except the district of Darjeeling shall abide by the following order till taking over of the charge by the newly constituted body after the Seventh Panchayat General Elections, 2008. 

1. Those bodies shall not take any major policy decision involving spending of fund by those bodies.  However, expenditure on routine matters for which no new beneficiary is involved or no policy decision is involved and those required to combat any emergent situation may be made.  For example pension may be released to all the existing beneficiaries.  

2. Statutory works and routine works related to implementation of continuing programmes and schemes etc may be held as usual. 

3. All documents and books of accounts including Cash Book, Subsidiary Cash Books, Pass Books, Cheque Books, Cheque Book Registers, Advance Registers and Bank Reconciliation Statement shall be made ready by the Panchayats by 25th June, 2008 for making over charge to newly constituted bodies. The Executive Officers/Executive Assistants concerned will ensure proper up-keeping and safe custody of those records.  There should be no payment of advance to any one other than Panchayat employees.  Advances already granted during the tenure of the existing Panchayat should be preferably adjusted before handing over charge to the new Panchayat body. 

4. No work order should be issued during this period and excepting for stationery and other essential items to run the office no other material should be purchased at this stage.  

5. Continued/on-going scheme under the Rural Employment Guarantee Act, may be taken up to meet the demand of wage employment.  New scheme can be taken up only in cases where the demand cannot be met out of the ongoing schemes. In that case also, the new schemes should be started to just meet the demand of employment.  For payment against on-going works, Panchayat shall ensure that measurement has been taken and Measurement Book has been prepared for the concerned works and amount justified as per measurements only will be drawn from the NREGA account for labour payment.  Such payment should preferably be made by the employees of the GP and, if inevitable, payment may be made by advancing the amount to Grade I SHGs through their bank account.  All such advances should be adjusted before handing over charge by the existing Panchayat. 

6.  In respect of Indira Awas Yojana, in cases where first installment was disbursed the beneficiaries may be disbursed the balance fund, otherwise no further disbursement shall be made. New guidelines are being issued for Indira Awas Yojana.

7. The Executive Assistant of the GP and the DDO of the Panchayat Samiti or the Zilla Parishad should not allow expenditure beyond what has been allowed in this order.  In case of any doubt the Executive Assistant should refer the matter to the BDO concerned and others may refer the matter to the District Magistrate or the Panchayat & RD Department for further clarification.
