O R D E R


Whereas a set of clarifications have since been sought to some points on sub-rule (6) of rule 17 of the West Bengal Panchayat (constitution) Rules, 1975 as stated below:

(i) Whether more than one member of a Sthayee Samiti can be removed from his office in a single meeting of Zilla Parishad specially convened for the purpose;

(ii) If not, whether there is any time-limit between the meeting for removal of one member and the meeting for removal of another member;

                                      And

(iii).    Who will call this meeting for removal of member(s) of Sthayee Samiti.

    And whereas the clarification to the aforesaid points are not specifically provided in the Panchayat Act or the West Bengal Panchayat (Constitution) Rules, 1975.

   
  Now, therefore, in exercise of the power conferred by section 212 of the West Bengal Panchayat Act, 1973 (West Bengal Act XLI of 1973) the Governor is hereby pleased to issue specific clarifications to the aforesaid points as stated below:

(a) In terms of sub-rule (6) of rule 17 of the West Bengal Panchayat (Constitution) Rules, 1975 as subsequently amended, only one member of a particular Sthayee Samiti may be removed from office (membership of Sthayee Samiti) by a Panchayat Samiti or Zilla Parishad by a resolution carried by the majority of the existing members in a meeting specially convened for the purpose. This provision does not allow removal of more than one member or any member from more than one Sthayee Samiti by a resolution in one meeting; 

(b) It is not lawful to dissolve a Sthayee Samiti or make it non-functional after its constitution during the continuance of the term of a Panchayat Samiti or a Zilla Parishad as the case may be, in terms of the provision of the West Bengal Panchayat (Constitution) Rules, 1975.

(c) There is no provision under the West Bengal Panchayat (Constitution) Rules    1975 laying down any time limit between the date of a meeting for removal of      one member and the date of a subsequent meeting for removal of another member. More than one general body meeting for removal of member of Panchayat Samiti or Zilla Parishad cannot be held on a single day; but there is no bar to hold such meetings in consecutive days after giving notice for 7(seven) days to the members of the Panchayat Samiti or the Zilla Parishad as the case may be and intimation to the Prescribed Authority in terms of section 105 or section 150 of the West Bengal Panchayat Act, 1973 as the case may be.

(d) The procedure for convening requisitioned meeting for the Panchayat Samiti or the Zilla Parishad has been laid down in section 105 or 150 of the Act and the same procedure may be followed in this respect. Relevant provisions in chapter VI of the West Bengal Panchayat (Panchayat Samiti Administration) Rules, 2008 shall also be applicable on this matter.

(e) It is categorically mentioned that in case of a requisitioned meeting for the         removal of a member of a Sthayaee Samiti the person presiding the meeting         shall have no second or casting vote.

(f)  The provision for selection of a member in opposition to any Sthayee Samiti (other than Artha Sanstha Unnayan O Parikalpana Sthayee Samiti) under clause             (bc) of sub-section (2) of Section 124 or 171 shall be inoperative if a member in      opposition is elected to the same Sthayee Samiti following removal of a member     from such Sthayee Samiti.
