O R D E R

   Whereas it has been observed that there are occasions when the recognized political party having clear majority in a Gram Panchayat, does not have any member belonging to the category for which the office of the Pradhan in that Gram Panchayat has been kept reserved under the due process of law and consequently is unable to offer any candidature from among its members for the office of the Pradhan ;

     And whereas a member of a minority political party belonging to the reserved category assumes the office of the Pradhan in the said Gram Panchayat either through a process of election or by default in absence of any other candidate or in pursuance of an order of the Hon’ble High Court rendering the members of the majority political party in that Gram Panchayat, to be opposition members ;

      And whereas, the office of the Upa-Pradhan and of the Sanchalaks of the four Upa-Samitis other than the Artha O Parikalpana Upa Samiti, not being reserved for any category under the existing law, the members of the majority party are elected to more than one of the aforesaid offices ;

      And whereas, since the Pradhan, the Upa-Pradhan and the Sanchalaks of the aforesaid four Upa-Samitis are, under the existing law, members of the Artha O Parikalpana Upa Samiti, the opposition views are adequately represented in such cases in the functions of the Artha O Parikalpana Upa Samiti ;

      Now, therefore, in exercise of the power conferred under section 212 of the West Bengal Panchayat Act, 1973 as subsequently amended, the Governor is pleased to direct that the Order No.3595/PN/O/I/IA-1/2003(Pt-III) dated 08.10.2003 requiring induction of the leader of the opposition as a member of the Artha O Parikalpana Upa Samiti for the purpose of bringing the opposition view in the functions of the said Upa Samiti, shall remain inoperative with respect to all such Gram Panchayats where the situation as aforesaid exists.

This order takes immediate effect.
