                                                                                                                                                                                                           Ministry of Rural Development, Govt. of India, has decided to introduce IAY- MIS and to create database of IAY beneficiaries. For collection of data, a format has been designed and circulated amongst all districts to capture location details, personal details, housesite details, sanction and completion details, etc. of each individual IAY beneficiary family.

It has also been clarified that the districts are required to enter data of (i) all houses sanctioned during 2008-2009 and (ii) all incomplete houses as on 01.04.2009 as per this format. 

The State Government in Panchayat & Rural Development Department for operationalzing the MIS, has decided that collection of data on the prescribed format will be made in the following manner :

1. There are two RPs (Resource Person) of SHGs whose services are procured by each Gram Panchayat for SHG related activities. The data related to progress of implementation of IAY will be collected by them by house to house visit/survey of all IAY beneficiary families whose houses have been sanctioned during 2008-09 and the families whose houses remained incomplete as on 1.4.2009 within their respective jurisdiction. 

2. Each RP will get a total amount of Rs. 20/- (10+10) per household for visiting and collection of data in two phases per household – i.e. after disbursement of 1st Instalment of IAY fund in the first phase and collection of data after completion of construction of houses in the second phase. He/she will submit progress of construction of houses after disbursement of 1st Instalment to the Block Development Officer in the first phase as also the data collected in the prescribed format after completion of the house. Payment will be released by the Panchayat Samiti concerned through the GP or directly after receiving the progress report.

3. The cost of collection for data etc. will be borne out of the fund earmarked for maintenance of data base under 12th Finance Commission and the fund for such survey/report will be deducted centrally at the state level and will be allotted to respective Zilla Parishads/ Siliguri Mahakuma Parishad / DGHC. The Zilla Parishads / Siliguri Mahakuma Parishad / DGHC in their turn sub-allot the fund to the respective Panchayat Samiti for disbursement to the RPs depending upon the number of IAY houses to be visited by RPs. The report/format report will be collected at the block level from the RPs and will be sent to Zilla Parishads/ Siliguri Mahakuma Parishad / DGHC for up-loading the data after checking at the block level. The aforesaid work will have to be started immediately and will be completed within a month. 

4. Data collection for IAY will be done similarly in respect of those cases where fund have been and will be disbursed in the current year as well as those will be disbursed in the coming years also.

This order will take immediate effect.
