Sir,


I would like to draw your kind attention to the fact  that many Self Help Groups having only scheduled Tribe members  have  been promoted by LAMPS and other organizations beside SGSY programme. These SHGs are maintaining their savings / Thrift account either in local banks, SKUS or in LAMPS. Financial institutions are providing credit to them but lack of capacity building and infrastructure support is creating a blockade towards their economic development. 


 Now considering all aspects and the fact that most of these scheduled tribe families are very poor and are vulnerable to any external impact, it is decided that capacity building including skill development training and infrastructure support can be extended to these tribal SHGs out of SGSY fund. For identification of training needs of these groups LAMPs or other promoting institutions may be consulted.  More over as per circular issued from this department efforts should be taken so that  these SHGs can become member of the sub clusters formed at gram sansad level and  SHG movement can be strengthened.
