               Sub: Advisory Committee at GP level for monitoring of cluster.

Sir/Madam,


   You are well aware that federation initiative was started in 15 pilot blocks of our State. In the pilot blocks, 25-30 SHGs have been federated at G.P. level to form clusters and clusters have been federated at block level to form federation. In the old guidelines, there was provision for formation of GP level advisory committee to oversee the function of clusters. Based on our experience in the pilot blocks, it was later decided to dissolve advisory committee at GP level. Accordingly, guidelines has been modified and in the latest guideline published by the P & RD Department for formation of sub-clusters and clusters, there was no provision for Advisory Committee at GP level to oversee the functions of clusters, But it has been learnt that advisory committee is still functioning in some Gram Panchayats. As SHG organizations are being promoted to empower the poor rural women, they should be given enough space to grow. Thus, the prescription for formation of the Advisory Committee for the purpose of monitoring the clusters is no longer applicable, which may be noted and brought to the notice of all concerned.
