Sub: - Revision of TSC proposals, regarding


Sir,
     I am directed to say that it has been instructed by the Department of Drinking Water Supply, Government of India to revise the T.S.C. proposals taking into account the additional requirement of school toilets as per norm fixed by the Government of India, additional number of ICDS toilets and growth in population and resultant additional requirement of household latrines. 

    School Toilets:-

One Urinal space may be provided for every 20 to 40 boys or girls separately and one toilet seat may be provided for every 80 to 120 boys or girls separately. One school toilet unit should consist of one lavatory and three to four urinals. Construction should be in multiples of units depending on the strength of the school, on whether students are allowed to go to urinals during classes, on whether schools have staggered breaks, space available in the school premises, expected growth in enrolment and other regional conditions. As per the standards prescribed above, I am directed to request you to arrive at the number of urinals and toilets as required in all types of Government schools, i.e., Primary, Upper Primary, Secondary and Higher Secondary institutions for upward revision of TSC projects. For ICDS centres, the present number of centres and the projected number for 2011 may kindly be ascertained from the District Programme Officer, ICDS and projects may be revised accordingly for ICDS toilets. 
For revision of TSC projects taking into account additional households, the following steps may be taken to determine the projected figure of households in the districts in 2011.
Step-1 - Calculation of projected population of the district in 2011

To increase the population of the district by adding the population of the district as per Census, 2001 with the number which is equal to the %age of decadal growth of population of the district as per Census, 2001.
Step-2 -   Calculation of the number of rural households in 2011

The population arrived at by applying the above method may then be divided by 4.8 in order to get the number of rural households in 2011.
Step-3 -   Distribution of additional households in BPL and APL households


After the number of rural households is estimated, the additional ones may be distributed into BPL and APL category as per the %age of rural households of BPL and APL in the Rural Household Survey in the district. These households will then be added to the category wise households arrived at during TSC survey.
Step-4 -   Treating all additional BPL households as not having toilets, for APL, the present ratio to be taken as the share of households not having toilets


All the additional BPL households may be treated as not having toilets since financial support is available for the BPL families and such families also deserve the support. For the additional APL families, the %age of families without toilet may be arrived at in the same proportion of total number of APL families and APL families without toilet at present in the district. These additional BPL households without toilet will then be added to the BPL households without toilet as per TSC survey. Similarly, the additional APL households without toilet will be added to the APL households without toilet as per TSC survey.
Step-5 -   Calculation of the number of additional APL households for districts with 100 percent coverage

For the districts which have already achieved 100 percent coverage as per baseline may consider 28-30 % of the additional APL households as not having toilets in order to prepare the revised proposal.

I am accordingly directed to request you kindly to revise the TSC projects in your district by 15.07.2009 for submission to the Government of India.
