O R D E R

Following modifications are hereby made in the guidelines circulated in this department memo. no.1955(19)-RD/PH&S/S/2C-1/99(Pt.II) dt.11.3.2008 in connection with monitoring and surveillance of quality of drinking water through testing in laboratories :-

a) For collection of samples of water, carrying the samples to laboratory and delivery of the report of testing, a Facilitator will be paid at the following rate per sample :-
	Shortest distance of the laboratory from the Gram Panchayat Headquarters. 
	Rate payable to the facilitator per sample 

	Up to 5 Km.
	Rs.25/-

	Above 5 Km. and up to 15 Km.
	Rs.35/-

	Above 15 Km. and up to 25 Km.
	Rs.45/-

	Above 25 Km.
	Rs.55/-


b) As per the annexure of the G.O mentioned above, the annual requirement of a laboratory for administrative expenses is Rs. 1,75,000/-. The laboratories will further be provided with a sum of Rs.5,000/- per year as stationery expense for printing test report, etc. Thus the annual requirement of a laboratory comes to be Rs.1,80,000/-. As already stated in the abovementioned G.O, the administrative expense of the laboratories will be met through realization of testing fee of samples @ Rs.50/- per sample and shortfall, if any, will be paid to the laboratories for their sustainability. In modification of the above G.O it has now been decided that the amount required for the laboratories per annum, i.e, Rs.1,80,000/- and the honorarium payable to the facilitators (Sample Collector) will be paid as advance to the laboratories by the Zilla Parishads in the following manner: 

i)      An  amount of Rs.1,44,000/- per laboratory will be made available to the Zilla Parishads separately out of 12th Finance Commission grant for payment of honorarium to the facilitators( Sample Collectors) as per rate stated at (a) above. Zilla Parishads will make an advance of 50% of the amount to the respective laboratories as 1st installment of advance for payment of honorarium to the facilitators (Sample Collectors) as per rate stated at (a) above. The laboratories will submit adjustment to the extent of 60% of the 1st installment whereupon Zilla Parishads will release the balance 50% of fund to the laboratories for payment of honorarium to the facilitators (Sample Collectors). 
ii)      A sum of Rs.1,80,000/- per laboratory will be made available to the Zilla Parishads separately out of 12th Finance Commission grant as testing fee of the samples @Rs.50/- per sample and thereby for meeting the administrative expenses of the laboratories and also to meet the shortfall of administrative expense, if any, in the absence of adequate number of samples for testing only for NGO managed laboratories.  Zilla Parishads will make an advance of 50% of the amount to the respective laboratories as 1st instalment of advance as testing fee of the samples @Rs.50/- per sample and thereby for meeting the administrative expenses of the laboratories and also to meet the shortfall of administrative expense, if any, in the absence of adequate number of samples for testing only for NGO managed laboratories.. The laboratories will submit adjustment to the extent of 60% of the 1st instalment whereupon Zilla Parishads will release the balance 50% of fund to the laboratories for the purpose. 
      iii)    The laboratories will make a GP-wise statement of the samples tested in the   particular   GP, in duplicate for being used as acknowledgement of receipt of the test of samples in that GP. The acknowledgement will be in two parts. Firstly, the Sample Collector will receive the report from the laboratories and hand over the one duplicate to the laboratory acknowledging the receipt of the test reports for handing over the same to the GP for which he/she will be required to visit the laboratory again after two/three days from depositing the sample. Secondly, GP will acknowledge the receipt of the test report at the appropriate place of the statement and the statement with due acknowledgement of receipt of report will be returned to the laboratories by the Sample Collector during his next visit to the laboratories. The statement with acknowledgement of test report thus made available to the laboratories will be enclosed by the laboratories along with Utilization Certificate as proof of testing of samples and acknowledgement of receipt of test report for both the purposes as at (i) & (ii) above. The format of the statement and the Utilization Certificate are at annexure-I,II&III. Zilla Parishads will arrange for printing of sufficient number of the forms as at annexure-I out of any available source of fund and send the forms to the laboratories. In exceptional circumstances, if the receipt of acknowledgement of the report from a particular GP is not available in the laboratory at the time of submission of adjustment, the laboratory may use the receipt of acknowledgement obtained from the Sample Collector for the purpose of adjustment. However, the relevant receipt from the GP will subsequently be obtained invariably from the GP concerned by the laboratory for record. In case of shortfall of samples, the adjustment for the amount of shortfall will be submitted by the laboratories as excess of administrative expense over the testing fee realized by the laboratories @Rs.50/- per sample. However, this will be applicable only for the NGO managed laboratories. Laboratories maintained by PHE department will submit the adjustment only on the basis of number of sample tested @Rs.50/- per sample. 
iv) Balance of fund placed with this department memo. no.405 (Sanction)-PN/O/II/1G-6/2005(Pt.I) dt. 28.3.2008 lying unspent with Zilla Parishad/Panchayat Samiti will be utilized for the above purposes for the present and further provision of fund will be made subsequently. Zilla Parishad will immediately instruct the Panchayat Samtis to make refund of the unspent fund to the Zilla Parishad concerned. All Panchayat Samitis are also being requested to refund the unspent balance to the Zilla Parishad concerned from this end by e-mail. 
c)   The financial support from 12th Finance Commission grant as mentioned above would be reduced as the programme goes along and the Gram Panchayats are able to develop their own funds for taking up the whole process of testing of water samples through laboratories and the laboratories are able to achieve sustainability by testing of samples from private sources alongwith public sources through intensive programme of generation of awareness. 

d) As soon as any bacteriological contamination is identified by the laboratories on testing of a sample of any particular source or a number of sources as the case may be, the laboratories will communicate the fact of such contamination to the GP concerned over telephone or by any other means prior to sending of formal report in respect to such sources so that the GP can take immediate remedial measures in regard to the disinfection of the source/sources. 

e) For disinfection of contaminated sources, GP will identify 2/3 mechanics and form a team comprising of the Sample Collector and the mechanics. The members of the team will be imparted one day training at the Block level by the SAE (RWS) and the laboratory personnel. The cost of training @Rs.150/- per trainee will be met out of 12th Finance Commission grant by the Panchayat Samiti. The cost of disinfection will be borne by the GP. GP will maintain a depot containing disinfectants like alum, bleaching powder, etc for the purpose so that disinfection of contaminated sources can be attended to without least delay. 
f) The status of testing of water samples, measures taken in case of disinfection will be discussed in details in the meeting on public health held on the 4th Saturday of every month in the GP. 

g) The duties and responsibilities of various tiers of PRIs mentioned in the guidelines circulated in this department memo. no.1955(19)-RD/PH&S/S/2C-1/99(Pt.II)     dt.11.3.2008 stand modified accordingly
