Sub : Immediate utilization of residual fund lying with the Gram Panchayats under Indira Gandhi National Old Age Scheme.

Sir, 


I would like to draw your attention to attached table on the status of utilization of fund under Indira Gandhi National Old Age Scheme and the undisbursed amount lying with your district. From the said table it appears that the overall utilization of fund for the state is 46.99% and a total fund of Rs.21,174.34 lakh is lying unutilized till 31.07.09. 


I would further like to draw your attention to the recent order of the Department on changes in the guidelines related to all the pension schemes under National Social Assistance Programme, wherein Panchayat Samitis have been declared as the disbursing authority in respect of all the pension schemes under NSAP. 

Taking into consideration the aforesaid facts, you are requested to take following steps immediately: 

1.
Disbursement of pension to the beneficiaries in camp mode: 


All the Gram Panchayats in your district may be directed to fix up a programme on one or two dates in the second week of September, 2009 (before ensuing Durga Pujas) for disbursement of pension to the existing beneficiaries under IGNOAPS up to the month of June’09 and if fund permits, then pension up to the month of August’09 or for any complete month till the month of August ’09 may be disbursed. All the existing beneficiaries under IGNOAPS may be intimated about the said programme and they may be asked to receive their pension in Cash from the respective Gram Panchayats. 

Steps may be taken for 100% attendance of the beneficiaries in the said camp so that the entire undisbursed fund lying with the Gram Panchayats may be utilized properly and quickly. 


Cash disbursement of pension under IGNOAPS (without prior permission from the Commissioner, Panchayats & Rural Development, West Bengal) shall not be allowed from October, 2009.

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2.
Incorporation of particulars of Bank/Post Office Accounts of beneficiaries:

At the camp, all Gram Panchayats may be requested to collect all the details related to Bank/Post Office Accounts of the beneficiaries under IGNOAPS and incorporate the same in the list of beneficiaries for the said scheme and the month upto which disbursement of pension has been made to the beneficiaries. They may further be instructed to indicate the names of the beneficiaries who have since died and hand over the list of such persons to the Panchayat Samitis concerned.  

3.
Deposit of residual fund attached with the IGNOAPS to the Panchayat Samity concerned:


After disbursement of pension in the month of September, 2009 as stated above, Gram Panchayats shall have to  hand over the residual fund lying with them to the concerned Panchayat Samity against proper  receipt from them.  Panchayat Samity shall have to deposit those collected funds to the Bank Account related to the NSAP maintained at their end, intimate all details to the District Panchayat & Rural Development Officer for records and subsequent adjustments.
