Tender Notice

Sealed Tenders are hereby invited from bonafide specialist agencies for development and multiplication of CD Block wise reports on the status of Gram Panchayats in West Bengal. Detailed particulars and terms & conditions are mentioned below.
Scope of Work & Specification
a) The status reports will have to be developed on the basis of basic contents provided in the form of CD Block maps with Gram Panchayat boundaries in eps format along with social development performance status of Gram Panchayats in excel with colour coding as per their performance. The content of each page will be different and separate artwork will have to be done on the basis of the contents provided.
b) Each report will have to be delivered in the form of a paper-bound and properly-finished book having around 44 pages, containing coloured maps and text on both sides in A-4 size, as per sample to be available with our partner organisation authorised for this purpose. The text part will be common for all the sets. Development and multiplication of the books will have to be done separately for the 341 CD Blocks of the state. Requirement of each booklet will vary according to the following principle: a first copy print-out plus 5 to 24 sets of subsequent copies as per actual need. 
c) The pages containing text and maps shall be printed in 135 GSM art paper and the cover page shall be in 250 GSM art board with stitching and binding. 
Technical Competencies of the Agency
As may be discerned from the above-mentioned scope of work, the work consists of not just printing but development and multiplication of the status reports fulfilling all the technical criteria mentioned above and as may be clarified by the content-providers. Hence, the agency to be engaged for the purpose must be technically sound to develop clear understanding about the work with the help of our partner organisation, particulars of which will be available for collection for in electronic or digital media to be supplied by the intending tenderers from our partner organisation (details of location and time may be specified, including the last date for collection), and will have to present a sample of the finished product along with the tender. Selection of the suitable agency for the purpose will be done by the authority decision of which shall be final in this regard.
Time Frame
All the books, complete in all respects, will have to be delivered within one month from the date of issuance of work order.
Unit of Rate to be Quoted
Intending agencies shall have to offer rates as follows: (a) Unit Cost per page for the first copy; (b) Unit Cost per page for the subsequent copies. Cost of cover, binding, etc. shall be included at the time of calculation of rate per page.
Other Terms & Conditions
a) All duties, delivery charges upto Kolkata offices, taxes and other levies payable by the agency for carrying out the works shall be included in the total price to be quoted. Validity period of the rates offered may also be specified so that order for further jobs of similar nature may be placed if necessary. On the basis of this tender, a panel of bonafide firms may be prepared by this organisation for offer of similar jobs in emergency by inviting rates from amongst them.  

b) Credentials of working with Government Departments along with documentary evidence shall have to be annexed with the tender. Preference will be given to those having high experience of working with Government Departments for the type of work required for this job.  

c) Award of Work: The undersigned reserves the right to accept or reject any tender and to cancel the bidding process and reject all tenders at any time prior to the award of contract without assigning any reason whatsoever. Work order in each case will be issued after final correction of proofs and satisfaction about designs.
d) Payment terms: No advance shall be paid for the job. Payment will be made after completion of the supply of materials within the specified date and after satisfaction about the quality of jobs as mentioned in this tender notice.

e) An amount of Rs.50,000/- (Rupees fifty thousand) only will have to be deposited along with the tender as Earnest Money in the form of demand draft/banker’s cheque, drawn in favour of SRD Cell a/c WBSRDA. The amount so deposited will be released in case of rejected tenders within 15 days from the date of request. The earnest money will be converted into security deposit which will be released after satisfactory completion of work.
f) Each participating agency must have permanent Income Tax, Sales Tax/VAT Account numbers/ registrations and necessary documentary evidence in support of that along with copies of Income Tax Returns for the last three years will have to be submitted along with the offer.
g) This organisation shall not take any responsibility of providing waybill to any printer for delivery of printed items from outside the state. 
h) Tenders, complete in all respects, addressed to the undersigned shall be dropped in the Tender Box only placed in this office at Jessop Building (address mentioned above) within 1400 hours of 25th July 2008.

i) No tender shall be received through fax or e-mail. Incomplete tenders shall be summarily rejected.
