Expression of interest for supply of Banana Tissue

Applications are invited from the interested agencies/companies/institutions having well equipped Laboratory for banana tissue culture and having the capacity of supplying good quality banana tissues after germination and completion of the first stage of hardening at the outhouse of the laboratory. Supply of such banana tissues after first stage of hardening will be taken for the SHGs of the districts, who will do the second stage of hardening in the net houses to be set up according to the specification in identified locations where SHGs will be involved in this work and where necessary water sources are available. The programme will be implemented in the rural areas on pilot basis initially in the districts and gradually this will be extended to all possible regions on finding the outcome of this initiative. The programme will be implemented in direct collaboration of the selected agency/agencies and the concerned district authorities will provide all necessary support on converging both the programmes of SGSY and NREGA.

1. Eligibility requirements of the concerned agencies/parties who are interested to offer proposal in this connection are primarily the following:

a) The agencies/companies/institutions are having well equipped laboratory for banana     tissue culture in the state; (b) after tissue culture and the incubation stage, the first stage of handling is completed at the outhouse of the laboratory in the net houses; ( c) having capacity  for supplying required member of such tissues throughout the year to SHGs;       (d) having man power and competence  for providing training to SHGs members who will be involved in  the work for second stage of hardening;(e) having  good mechanism for monitoring/  follow up action; (f) having capacity for providing technical help for setting up net houses.

2. As to other eligibility criteria, the parties interested to submit proposal are to satisfy the necessary norms as are being maintained in case of any Government tender.

3. Apart from above, SPSGSY Cell of WBSRDA will also want to know from the interested parties whether they will agree to buy back banana tissues after second stage of hardening          in case SHGs fail to make good use of all developed tissues under any programme/scheme being implemented under the Panchyats.

4. In the proposal the parties must quote rates of the following:

a) Cost of training of SHG members per head for 5 days in the institute laboratory (including food and lodging); (b) cost of delivering banana tissues ( transportation cost ) to the locations/net houses as to be identified in different districts;(c) cost of setting up of net houses; (d) actual sq. feet requirement for setting up of a net house where at a time 12000 banana tissues will be developed into plants  and rate  per sq. to have to be borne; (e) cost to be charged monitoring the second stage of hardening process.

 5. The following are also to be quoted in the proposal:

      (a)Rate of per banana tissue after first stage of hardening; (b) rate to be offered for buying back the banana plants after second stage of hardening from the SHG, in case SHGs can not sell those on their own; the fruit bearing capacity of each banana plant to have to be mentioned giving an economics; time required after plantation for harvesting; expected income a SHG consisting of 10 members may have in a year if they go for second stage of hardening.
