Expression of Interest for Extension of Financial Literacy to SHG Members

Expression of interest is invited from the competent organizations having wide experience in imparting lessons on financial literacy to the SHG members whose literacy level is very minimal. This literacy will enable the poor SHG members to understand different aspects of financial matters very pertinent in livelihood development process as also on matters relating to credit and banking transactions. The goal of this financial literacy is to develop this deprived section of the society and to bring them at this stage that they become capable of taking up livelihood development activities for which financial literacy will be a very important tool.

2. The ultimate objective of financial literacy is that the Self Help Group members will be successful in properly monitoring & utilizing their own savings. They will be capable of utilizing cash credit repeatedly for income generation. Banks will be satisfied and willing to enhance cash credit limit finding the progress of cash credit absorption capacity of SHGs. In course of time the SHGs will be able to link themselves with project lending & run project based good economic activities

3. In the implementation of the programme, as designed, there will be two phases. In the first phase RPs of the selected GPs will be provided with adequate training and handholding in the assigned subjects. Next the RPs will percolate the knowledge at the grass root level to the SHG members and in this respect training and handholding will go in parallel. Until the SHG members are groomed up in the learning process, the agency will be extending their monitoring and other necessary supports. In this respect a time frame can also be intimated. All learning will have to be imparted in local dialects in which the SHG members will be conversant with.

4.The Organization will be responsible for preparation and / or development of I. E. C materials for campaigning purpose as well as for training materials for resource persons. 

5. The Organization will also be assigned with the task of developing comprehensive manual on financial literacy in vernacular language. 


6. The Organization will also be assigned with the responsibility of structuring and organizing financial literacy for the state level resource persons who in course will provide their extension services in this field to the district and block level. 

7. Offer letter supported with the detailed course modules, modalities of implementation of the programme in the pilot GPs in the 1st phase and a budget giving details of expenditure against each item / activity is to be submitted. 


8. After assessing the outcome result of the envisaged objective, the final payment of the accepted budget will be made. Only 20% of the total budget estimate will be provided to the organization as mobility support etc. after initiations of the work & 10% of the works achieved.
