6. At least 20% of the amount put to Tender should be credited in any Nationalized Bank in the name


of Firms and if loan is to be required from the Bank for this Project then the necessary documents


should be submitted.

7. Registered Unemployed Engineer’s Co-operative Societies Ltd. and registered Labour Co-operative


Societies Ltd. must produce No - objection Certificates in support of their registration from A.R.C.S


at the time of application for the permission of tender papers.

8. Applicant should produce in original self-Identity card
and submit a Xerox copy of the same while


submitting application.

In case of partnership firm the intending Tenderer shall have to produce authentic document in respect 


of firm registration obtained from the Registrar of Firms, West Bengal Pursuant to the Indian


Partnership Act – 1932 (Act IX of 1932) along with application (Deed made by Notary will not


be allowed).

Intending Tenderer may inspect the respective site of work & go through the set of Tender papers, BOQ’s, rates, schedule of works, drawings, all other details & related documents kept in the Rural Engineering Cell of the office of the Director at Gandhi Bhavan, during office hours on permission from Director or his authorized representative.

The intending Tenderer is required to quote the rate in his own hand writing in figure as well as in words mentioning percentage above / below or AT PER on the basis of the relevant price schedule of probable items with approximate quantities.

Tenders completed in all respects in double sealed covers super scribing the name of work on the top of the envelop are to be dropped for the respective work in the Tender box kept in the office of the Director, the Sate Institute of Panchayats & Rural Development, at Gandhi Bhavan, Kalyani, Nadia within and up to 14.00 hrs on 10 – 06 – 2009 and will be opened on the same day at 15.00 hrs by the Director or his authorized representative in the presence of Tenderers whoever may be present at the time of opening of the Tenders, in the case, the Office remains closed for unforeseen reasons on the schedule date of the Tender, the same will be opened on the next working day at the schedule time, all other conditions remaining unchanged.

The Agency (Tenderer) must engage at its own cost at least one degree or diploma holder Engineer as prevailing orders, who will supervise the works of the Agency and specify his name in the Tender form clearly. The name of the authorized representative engaged for supervising the day-to-day activities during construction should also be specified in the Tender Form. A work order book with triplicate pages must be kept at the site Office of the agency for the work and day-to-day instruction, whenever required, will be recorded by the Site Engineers of the Institute in connection with the work.

Selection of firm for execution of the work will be on the basis of competitive rates favorable to the Government only without according any price preference / weight age on offered rates. Permission will not be given to a particular firm for more than one work against this N.I.T.

Tender free from any condition will be preferred. The Tenderer will have to keep the offer open for 90 (Ninety) days from the date of opening of the Tender. In case any Tenderer withdraws his offer within the validity period or fails to undertake the Contract after acceptance of the work order the full Earnest money will be forfeited to the Govt. without assigning any reason what so ever.

In case of inadvertent typographical mistake found in the specification price schedule of rates, the same will be treated to be so corrected as to confirm with the prevailing relevant schedule of rates and / or technically sanctioned estimate.

Mode of measurement will be in accordance with P.W.D., Govt. of West Bengal, as the work will be executed as per schedule of rates, specifications of P.W.D., Govt. of West Bengal, in principle. Time / Cost over  - run and consequent cost escalation for any material, labour, POL etc. will not be allowed. No mobilization advance / secured advance will be allowed.

The Tender and the Contractual Agreements will be regulated / operated as per clauses, special clauses, additional conditions, general specifications and special conditions for building works and those of sanitary and plumbing works, road works, special terms and conditions as laid down in W.B.F. No: - 2911 (I / II) as the case may be.

Earnest money should be deposited along with the Tender by Demand Draft in favour of the Director, Sate Institute of Panchayats & Rural Development, Govt. of West Bengal. Tenders not accompanied with Earnest money shall not be considered.

Incomplete Tenders will be summarily rejected. Conditional tender will be liable for rejection.

The accepting authority reserves the right to accept any Tender or reject any or all the Tenders without assigning any reason and he does not bind himself to accept the lowest Tender or any of the Tenders.

A Construction Worker’s Welfare Cess @1% (One Percent) of the gross bill value of work will be deducted from the bill so as to remit to the “West Bengal Buildings and other Construction worker Welfare Board” constituted under the Labour Department’s Notification No. – 1182 – 1R, dated 20.09.2005.

Work Order will be issued after getting assurance of fund from the concerned authority. The payment will be made as and when fund will be available from the concerned source. No claim, whatsoever, for delay in payment.
