I am directed by the order of the Governor to say that the Governor is pleased to place at the disposal of all the District Magistrates a total sum of Rs 20,66,73,280/- (Rupees Twenty Crore Sixty six Lakh Seventy three Thousand two hundred eighty only) as detailed in the enclosed statement under the head of account “2515-Other Rural Development Programmes-00-102-Community Development-NP-Non Plan-001-Block Headquarters [PN]-V-01-Salaries etc.”  for   the  months from  April 2003 to June  2003  from  the Vote on Account  Budget    for  this  year,  i .e., 2003-04.

2.(a)
You are requested to sub-allot funds to all the blocks of your district in terms of this Department Order No 3493 /P&RD (Budget)/1B-1/99 dated 31.05.99 subject to the condition that they have submitted necessary expenditure statement to you regarding the allotments of the previous year.  
(b)
While making sub-allotments to Blocks, it may kindly be kept in mind that there is little scope of  arranging extra fund in any detail head during the period for which the fund is allotted. Hence, release of fund in each detail head (especially Wages, TE and OE) may be regulated according to the relative requirements of the Blocks.

(c) It may also be kept in mind that 173 Blocks of different districts (except Uttar and Dakshin Dinajpur) get allotment of fund from you under the head of account, “2501-Special Programmes for Rural Development-01-Integrated Rural Development Programmes-001-Direction and Administration-NP-Non Plan-001-Strengthening of Block Level Administration [PN]-V-01-Salaries etc.” for the Joint BDOs posted in those Blocks. Hence, during sub-allotment of fund this point may also be taken into account as the requirement of fund in the corresponding detail pay and TE heads shall be relatively less in those Blocks. 

(d)
Fund allotted under the detailed head T.E. should be utilised in such a manner so as to meet the requirement under (i) transfer (ii) Rs.1,200/- per Gram Sevika per year.

(e)
It should be borne in mind that allotment of fund is no authority to incur any expenditure unless such expenditure is covered by sanction of the appropriate Rules/Authority. Under no circumstances should any expenditure be incurred in excess of allotment.
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3.
You are also requested to submit to this Department the total requirement of fund under each of the detail heads as mentioned in the enclosed statement separately to meet the total 

requirement of blocks and in the headquarters (to be shown separately) in the district during the current financial year immediately, if not already sent, without which no further allotment may be made to your district.

It should carefully be noted that no re-appropriation of fund from one primary unit of expenditure to another is permissible without the concurrence of Finance Department as contained in their No 693-F dated 29.01.1980.
