I am directed by the order of the Governor to say that the Governor is pleased to place at the disposal of all the District Magistrates except those of Uttar Dinajpur and Dakshin Dinajpur districts a total sum of Rs 46,59,755/- (Rupees- Forty Six Lakh Fifty Nine Thousand Seven Hundred Fifty Five Only) as detailed in the enclosed statement under the head of account “2501-Special Programmes for Rural Development-01-Integrated Rural Development Programmes-001-Direction and Administration-NP -Non Plan-001-Strengthening of Block Level Administration [PN]-V-01-Salaries, etc.” for the months upto June, 2003 from the Vote-on-Account Budget for this year, i.e., 2003-04.

It is stated that the fund so placed shall exclusively be utilised in meeting the requirements of the Joint Block Development Officers posted in the earmarked 173 Blocks as. It is further stated that no Joint Block Development Officers, under normal circumstances, shall be allowed TE more than Rs 2400/- (Rupees Two Thousand Four Hundred only) per year. However, in some special cases, if the controlling officer is satisfied, this limitation may be relaxed and only in those cases the officer(s) concerned may be allowed additional TE not exceeding 25% of the ceiling limit and payments made on account of transfer TA shall not be included in the ceiling.

You are requested to sub-allot funds to all the earmarked blocks of your district subject to the condition that they have submitted necessary expenditure statement to him regarding the allotments of the previous year and a Joint Block Development Officer is posted in the concerned Block. It should be borne in mind that allotment of fund is no authority to incur any expenditure unless such expenditure is covered by sanction of the appropriate Rules/Authority and in no case, the fund so allotted can be utilised in any block other than the 173 blocks as listed. Under no circumstances should any expenditure be incurred in excess of allotment.

You are also requested to submit to this Department positively by 30.06.2003 the 

budget estimate for the year 2003-04 under each of the detail heads, if not already sent, without which no further allotment will be made to your district.

It should carefully be noted that no re-appropriation of fund from one primary unit of expenditure to another is permissible without the concurrence of Finance Department as contained in their No 693-F dated 29.01.1980.
