ORDER

The National Rural Employment Guarantee Act (NREGA), 2005 has, in the 2nd phase, been launched with effect from April 1, 2007 in seven districts of the State i.e. Coochbehar, Darjeeling, Nadia, North 24-Parganas, Hooghly, Burdwan and Purba Medinipur.

1. In pursuance of provisions of Section 14(1) and 15(1) of NREGA, the District Magistrates of the above seven districts have been designated as the District Programme Coordinator (DPC) and the BDOs of all the blocks within the above seven districts have been designated as the Programme Officer (PO) respectively for implementation of NREGA and the State Scheme named National Rural Employment Guarantee Scheme (NREGS), West Bengal notified under No. 684(Rural Development/NREGA/17S-1/06 dated 02.02.2006. 

2. For administration of fund under NREGA to be allotted by the GOI and also by the State Government for implementation of NREGA / NREGS, West Bengal, separate savings bank a/c is to be opened at each district, block and Gram Panchayat of the above seven districts. 

3. The District Magistrate  & District Programme Coordinators of the the above seven districts are hereby authorised to open a savings bank account each in State Bank of India. This account should be operated jointly by the District Programme Coordinator (DPC) and the Project Director, DRD Cell. The account will be called…………… (Name of the district) Employment Guarantee Fund. 

4. The Block Development Officer & Programme Officers of the the above seven districts will open a savings bank account each in a nationalized bank which is most convenient for the Block to operate. This account should be operated jointly by the Programme Officer and Assistant Programme Officer or by the Programme Officer and the Jt. BDO in absence of Assistant Programme Officer. The account will be called………………... (Name of the block) Employment Guarantee Fund.

5. A bank account should also be opened by each GP in nearest nationalized or scheduled bank as per covenience. This account is to be called …………… (Name of the GP) Employment Guarantee Fund and will be operated jointly by the Prodhan and the Executive Assistant or by the Prodhan and GP Secretary in absence of the Executive Assistant. 

6. Detailed instruction on flow of fund from the district to block and to the PIAs is being issued separately.
