Sir

I am directed by the order of the Governor to say that the Governor is pleased hereby to accord sanction to a total grant of Rs 61731.00 thousand  (Rupees Six crore Seventeen lakh Thirty One thousand only) as matching State Share for Local Body Grant received under the recommended of the Eleventh Finance Commission for the Gram Panchayats in the State of West Bengal and place the fund as the 1st  instalment for the  Gram Panchayats at the disposal of the Districts as per annexure A. Out of the total grant of Rs. Rs 61731.00thousand  as above an amount of Rs.673 thousand is allotted to the DGHC and the same shall be drawn by the Principal Secretary DGHC from the Treasury in grant-in-aid bill form.

The charges in this respect are debitable to the head of account-“2515-Other Rural Development Programmes-00-800-Other Expenditure-NP-Non- Plan-013-Assistance to  Panchayati Raj Bodies as recommended by EFC (EFC) [PN]-V -31-Grants-in-aid-02-Other grants” during the financial year 2004-05.
3.
  The entitlements of the Gram Panchayats (Panchayat Samiti-wise), for the  districts have been indicated in the annexure B. 


   The District Magistrates of the respective districts are hereby requested to sub-allot the fund as shown at annexure –B, to the Block Development Officers in respect of Gram Panchayats of the districts concerned . The Block Development 
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Officers concerned shall draw the fund as would be Sub-allotted  in Grant-in-Aid Bill and disburse the same among the Gram Panchayats as per  their entitlements prescribed by the State Finance Commission. .   


In respect of released above Darjeeling District, The Principal Secretary, DGHC  shall distribute the fund among all the Gram Panchayats under the jurisdiction of the DGHC in the proportion of their respective populations

 4.  The Principal Secretary, DGHC  & the Block Development Officers of the districts concerned are declared as the Drawing and Disbursing officers in respect of the fund sanctioned above. The D.D.Os. shall report the TV No and date under which the fund is drawn immediately to the District Magistrate. The District Magistrate shall collect the TV numbers of the drawals and send the same to the Department as early as possible. 
5.   It should be borne in mind that allotment of fund is no authority to incur any expenditure unless such expenditure is covered by sanction of the appropriate Rules/Authority. Under no circumstances should any expenditure be incurred in excess of allotment.

6. (a)
The grant as sanctioned and released above should be used to finance the maintenance of Civic Services in rural areas. These include provision for maintenance of facilities for primary education, primary health care, drinking water supply etc. owned by the panchayats, street light, sanitation including drainage and scavenging facilities, maintenance of cremation and burial grounds, public conveniences and other common property resources. The schemes should normally be those that are/cannot be covered under other programmes of GOI or Govt. of West Bengal excepting EFC Grants for Local Bodies. The contents of this paragraphs should be communicated to Panchayat Bodies. 
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 (b)
This fund may also be utilized for maintenance of Primary Health Centers after management of such centres are formally handed over  to the Panchayat Body by the Health & Family Welfare Deptt. of this Govt.

NO NEW ASSETS SHOULD BE CREATED OUT OF THIS ALLOTMENT.
