                                          Sub: Utilisation of IAY funds.

Sir,


It has come to my notice that some confusion exists in a number of districts regarding the manner of utilization of funds released under the IAY programme. It appears that at the root of the confusion lies the problem pertaining to deduction of funds under IAY for the year 2004-05. The question that has arisen is if 50% of the unit cost is to be released to each beneficiary, if there is a deduction of funds how are the beneficiaries who received just one installment of the fund in the last financial year going to complete the houses that they started constructing.

It may be pointed out here that, in the first place, in the case of a number of districts deduction from original allocation has taken place only because of delay in utilization of the first installment of funds. Therefore, it must be ensured that the first installment of funds under IAY are disbursed by the month of July and utilization certificates submitted by the first week of August.

Upon receipt of the first installment of funds under IAY (for the year 2005-06) an assessment should have been made immediately as to the amount of funds necessary for completing those houses in the quota of the previous year yet to be completed due to deduction of funds and consequent reduction of allocation. The required fund may then be sub allotted (at the previous rate of Rs. 20,000/- per family for new houses and Rs. 10,000/- for up-gradation) and disbursed immediately to the beneficiary families who had thus started but could not complete their houses under IAY.

The remaining funds should thereafter be disbursed at the new rate of Rs. 25,000/- per family for new houses and Rs. 12,500/- for up-gradation of houses per unit. The calculation for the number of units in both categories should be made accordingly and Gram Panchayat (GP)-wise target is to be re-fixed, if necessary for releasing fund. To save time fund may be credited directly by transfer to the appropriate bank account under intimation to the Panchayat Samity & the G. P.

After the annual target for the G.P. is known and fund is credited in their account the G. P. will have no other option but to disburse 50% of the unit cost to all of them. Disbursement of only 50% of first instalment to half of the number of likely beneficiaries for the year is strictly prohibited. In case there is delay in receiving state share, corresponding number of beneficiaries may be disbursed fund on a separate date. It is reiterated that fund should preferably disbursed to the women and account payee cheques should be handed over to them in a particular day at the G. P. office or other suitable place in presence of all the G. P. members concerned.

As emphasized during the Divisional Level Meetings in May, 2005, all districts must submit the utilization report for at least 60% of funds under IAY by the first week of August. Therefore, I would request you to review the position of disbursement of IAY funds and utilization thereof in light of the above, and to inform me as to the latest position regarding progress under IAY in your district immediately.
