O R D E R

      In partial modification of this Department Order No. 4808 /PN/O/I/4F-1/05 dated 29. 07. 2005 issued in exercise of the power conferred under sub-section (2) of section 207B read with section 212 of the West Bengal Panchayat Act, 1973 (West Ben. Act XLI of 1973) regarding allocation of grants to the Panchayati Raj Institutions as well as to the Darjeeling Gorkha Hill Council on the recommendations of Twelfth Finance Commission and principles for utilization of such grants thereof, the Governor has been pleased to lay down further procedure, in terms of the aforesaid sections, for utilization of grants received under the recommendations of the Twelfth Finance Commission by the Gram Panchayats, Panchayat Samitis, Zilla Parishads / Mahakuma Parishad and the Darjeeling Gorkha Hill Council in the manner as follows.
   A. Minimum percentage of utilization of grants for priority sectors: Instead of earmarking 10% of the grants, received under the recommendations of the Twelfth Finance Commission for utilization by the Panchayats in each tier for improvement of database, maintenance of accounts and solid waste management, the minimum percentage of utilization of grants by each Gram Panchayat, each Panchayat Samiti, each Zilla Parishad / Mahakuma Parishad, and the Darjeeling Gorkha Hill Council under each of three priority sectors, mentioned in the tale below, shall be maintained at the following scale: -

	(a) Household survey or any other survey, (b) purchase and maintenance of computers & peripherals used for maintaining database, (c) hiring of professional services for preparing and maintaining database, (d) numbering of premises for building up data base on residential, commercial and institutional holdings and maintenance of data base for tax payable for such holdings, (e) Internet / e-mail connectivity, purchase and maintenance of fax machine for faster exchange of information with other tiers of Panchayat and State Government, (f) preparation of various registers including asset registers and database maintenance for such purpose, (g) collection and compilation of data-base for preparation of decentralized plans, (h) collection and compilation of data-base relating to self-help groups, functioning within its area.

	Water & sanitation services including solid waste management
	(a) Maintenance and improvement of community water supply works / schemes, (b) improvement of access to toilet facilities, not covered under Total Sanitation Campaign (TSC), (c) solid and liquid waste management including drainage, (d) improvement of hygiene and food safety, (e) maintenance and development of water testing facilities through Rural Sanitary Marts or NGOs or other institutions,  (f) actual cost of testing water from sources owned by the Panchayat and purification of water through chlorination etc, (g) hiring professional services and training on the aforesaid works. 


       All the Panchayati Raj bodies and the DGHC should prepare Annual Plan accordingly.  In case any Panchayat body has reason to differ from the aforesaid stipulations, the proposal showing estimated percentage of utilization should be forwarded to this end with justification for consideration of the State Government.
