Rates are invited from professional organizations with appropriate credentials for preparation of a high 

quality coffee table book.  The book will have to be prepared in landscape format following 3:2 ratio and in 12 x 8 

inches size.  The book will contain 20 stories, separately in English and Bengali. There will be around 110 

photographs, 15 of them will be in full page.  The idea is to have a page dedicated to the story in English with an 

associated photograph, another page dedicated to the story in Bengali with a separate associate photo; where 

required the stories will be supported by supplementary photographs for corroboration.  Total number of pages in 

the book is likely to be in the range of 70 to 80. The printing will be on high quality glossy paper (300 PPI photo 

printing). All four covers (front, back, front inside and back inside) will have full page photographs supported with 

necessary lettering). The printer will have no option to modify the photos printed except specifically indicated.  

The entire booklet will have to be designed in an elegant style with focus on subtle visual impact. No use of 

excessive negative space, superfluous designs, other patterns or textures is recommended.   

The coffee table book will also be accompanied by a brief folder of 8 to 12 pages which will be mostly 

text- based.  However, quality of paper and presentation will have to match the quality of the coffee table book.  

The folder will be put into the jacket of the coffee table book for use together. 

The set of books will be printed in one thousand (1000) copies.   

One story-line written both in English and Bengali together with associated photographs are annexed 

provided in the supplementary folder.  Along with the rates, a sample design based on the story-lines and the 

photograph may be submitted in a separate sealed cover.  The rates, obviously, will have to be submitted in 

another sealed cover. The proposal is to be addressed to the Commissioner, MGNREGA and Commissioner in 

the Department of Panchayats & Rural Development, Government of West Bengal, Joint Administrative Building, 

HC-7 Block, Salt Lake City, Sector-III, Kolkata-700 106. The rates containing the profile of the organization, the 

sample and the financials are to be submitted to this office by 22.12.2017 positively.  Proposals will be received in 

the Department till 2 P.M on 22.12.2017 and opened on the same day.  Deliveries will have to be completed by 

04.01.2018.  No initial earnest money deposit is required. However, the agency getting the assignment will have 

to furnish a bank guarantee to an extent of 10% of the project cost on getting the order.

Keshabpur  
Mixed Fruit Orchard 

 

 

Dhandakeshabpur is a large village in Punisole, Onda. 
It has 510 families and a population of 2785. Most of 
the workers are either agricultural laborers or 
associated with marginal economic activities.  
Here, with help of Mahatma Gandhi NREGS, a vast 
expanse of largely uncultivated land has been made 
into a mixed fruit orchard. Total number of trees add 
up to a thousand, with 700 mango, 200 guava 100 
sapota plants.  
Md. Abdul Ahad Dalal, a resident who got employed 
under MGNREGA for the field, gives us a tour of their 
beloved plants. Brimming with pride, he takes us to a 
solid-looking mango tree, the tallest one, and wraps 
his fingers around the trunk – “See, you cannot get a 
hold”. We gleefully agree. 
After the second flowering season in the mango plants’ 
lives, they bore fruits weighing up to 250 grams. These 
were prunned to keep the plants healthy and 
guarantee bountiful harvests in the years to come. 
Abdul Mokim Dalal and Abdul Latif Dalal take us 
further inside, showing off the guava and sapota trees. 
The beneficiaries include the members of two 
women’s Self Help Groups – Keshabpur Darbesh 
Swayambhar Goshthi (13 members) and Pashchim-
Dakshinpara Swayambhar Goshthi (11 members), and 
a mixed gender one, Keshabpur Fateh Mian 
Swayambhar Goshthi (11 members). 
The orchard is outlined by a boundary trench. Pits are 
dug inside. A large pit on one side of the land is used 
to throw all waste plant materials from de-weeding, 
effectively forming a compost pit. 
Located not far from Berai river, in addition to 
providing future livelihood to a large number of people, 
this converted wasteland also helps in recharging the 
aquifiers when the rain falls and supplies much 
needed moisture to the soil that surrounds it.
