In the earlier Government Order of this Department, vide no.4808/PN/O/I/4F-1/05 dated 29.7.2005, broad norms of utilization of the grants to Panchayati Raj Institutions (PRI), as recommended by the Twelfth Finance Commission, were prescribed. In a subsequent Government Order of this Department, vide no.272/PN/O/I/4F-1/05 dated 24.0102006, it was also clarified that the aforesaid TwFC Grants should also be used a) for maintenance of assets of the PRI (whether owned by the PRI, or being used by the officers/staff of the PRI), b) for improving delivery of basic civic services rendered, or supposed to be rendered, by the PRI, c) better database management and computerization of accounts and d) for solid waste management, for which adequate resource is not available with those bodies. 


In continuation of the earlier Government Orders, as quoted above, the Governor is now pleased to allow every Gram Panchayat to purchase one desk-top computer (PC) set, and two desk-top computer (PC) sets for each Panchayat Samiti, as per the hardware & software configuration specified in the margin, out of the Grants recommended by the Twelfth Finance Commission (TwFC), so as to facilitate the use of Gram Panchayat Management System Software (GPMS) by the Gram Panchayat and Integrated Fund Management & Accounting Software (IFMAS) by the Panchayat Samiti, both designed by this Department, and for other purposes, as may be prescribed from time to time;
