As per guidelines of BRGF, the districts covered under erstwhile RSVY are entitled to receive fund under BRGF after utilization of the entire allocation of Rs.45.00 crore of RSVY. However, it has been learnt from the Ministry of Panchayati Raj, Government of India that development grant under BRGF will also be released to these districts during 2007-08 on submission of separate plans for BRGF for implementation of BRGF together with erstwhile RSVY on the basis of the entitlements of the districts for 2007-08 which are as follows -

1.Uttar Dinajpur- Rs.17.64 crore  2.Dakshin Dinajpur- Rs.14.88 crore  3.Jalpaiguri- Rs.21.88 crore  4.Birbhum-Rs.19.86 crore  5.Bankura-Rs.21.85 crore  6.Purulia- Rs.19.93 crore  7.Paschim Medinipur- Rs.28.57 crore  8.South 24-Parganas-Rs.30.66 crore.

Sub: Allocation of fund under Backward Region Grant Fund (BRGF) for 2007-08 – Preparation of Supplementary Plan.

Sir,



I am directed to say plans under BRGF were prepared in your district in 2006-07 on the basis of the allocation communicated to you in 2006-07, i.e., Rs. 18.76 crore for Murshidabad; Rs.15.13 crore for Malda and Rs. 16.75 crore for Purba Medinipur. A sum of Rs. 10.00 crore has been allotted to your district by the Ministry of Panchayati Raj, Government of India in 2007-08 for implementation of the plan from the current year’s allocation which is as follows –

            1.Murshidabad- Rs. 26.81 crore



2. Malda         - Rs. 19.85 crore



3. Purba Medinipur – Rs. 22.97 crore



Thus, the allocation for the three districts has been augmented by a sum of Rs. 8.05 crore for Murshidabad, Rs. 4.72 crore for Malda and Rs. 6.22 crore for Purba Medinipur. It has also been intimated by the Government of India that the balance fund would be allotted on utilization of at least 60% of the available. It will thus be necessary to prepare a supplementary plan  for the additional allocation for your district indicated above and this supplementary plan together with the plan prepared in 2006-07 will be treated as the plan for 2007-08 for the purpose of accessing the balance fund as per allocation of 2007-08 for your district. A copy of the detailed PRI tiers and ULB-wise entitlements based on the index prescribed by the Second State Finance Commission for your district for the additional allocation mentioned above is sent herewith. I am now directed to request you kindly to inform all the three tiers of PRIs and the ULBs of their respective entitlements for taking up preparation of the supplementary BRGF plan for 2007-08 for each tier of PRI and the ULBs in your district to be consolidated at the district level and send the plan to this department with the approval of the District Planning Committee latest by 15.12.2007 for approval of the High Empowered Committee and submission to the Ministry of Panchayati Raj for allotment of fund.  Detailed guidelines for preparation of the plan are being sent. 



I am also directed to inform you that as things stand now, BRGF plan for 2008-09 for your district will also be prepared broadly on the basis of the allocation of 2007-08 for which tier-wise allocation and detailed guidelines will be communicated subsequently.
