In continuation of orders issued under this Department No.5913-PN, dated 24.12.2002, the Governor is pleased hereby to empower, in supersession of all earlier orders issued in this behalf, the District Magistrate as the authority to appoint also the Panchayat Clerk, Typist, Clerk-cum-Typist and Peon attached to the Office of the District Panchayat & Rural Development Officer, Parishad Accounts & Audit Officer posted at the Zilla Parishad, Samiti Accounts & Audit Officer posted at the office of the Sub-Divisional Officer.

The Governor is further pleased to issue following directions in this behalf :


i)     The District Magistrate will henceforth prepare and maintain district based gradation lists with the new appointees for each cadre of Group ‘C’ and Group ‘D’. The Director of Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal will, however, maintain caderwise State Level gradation lists of the above mentioned Group-C and Group-D employees including Panchayat Clerk and Panchayat Peon attached to Blocks centrally in respect of the existing staff already appointed by him and promotional benefits to the Candidates shall be awarded from the State Level gradation list till it is exhausted.


ii)     The aforesaid employee may be transferred within the district by the District Magistrate concerned and from one district to another by the Director of Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal after obtaining views of the District Magistrate concerned.


iii)     The process of recruitment against those posts which has already been started shall be completed by the Director of Panchayats and Rural Development, West Bengal but appointment orders to the selected candidates for the respective post shall be issued by the District Magistrate concerned and the candidates so appointed by the District Magistrate shall belong to the District Level gradation list.


iv)(a)  For the purpose of recruitment through Employment Exchange or by promotion or otherwise to fill up the post of Panchayat Clerk and Panchayat Peon attached to Blocks. Panchayat Clerk, Typist, Clerk-cum-Typist and Peon attached to the Office of the District Panchayats &Rural Development Officer, Parishad Accounts & Audit Officer posted at the Zilla Parishad, Samiti Accounts & Audit Officer posted at the Office of the Sub-Divisional Officer, there shall be a District Level Panchayat Staff Recruitment Committee for each District. The Committee shall consist of the following members :


(a) District Magistrate or one Additional District Magistrate

Provided that presence of any two members shall form quorum for a meeting.


   (b) The Member Secretary shall convene the meeting of the District Level Panchayat Staff Recruitment Committee.


v)     If any appointment order in the post of Panchayat Clerk or Panchayat Peon attached to the Block has already been issued by the District Magistrate concerned on the strength of the G.O. No.5913-PN, dated 24.12.2002, such appointment shall be treated as valid.

This orders deemed to have come into force with effect from the 1st April, 2002. Necessary steps for amendment of the relevant recruitment rules will be taken in due course.
