For the purpose of recruitment through Employment Exchange or by promotion or otherwise to fill up the post of Upper Division Assistant, Clerk-cum-Typist and Peon (Group-D Employee) of the Panchayat Samiti, there shall be a Panchayat Samiti Staff Recruitment Committee for each Panchayat Samiti. The Committee shall consist of the following members :

Provided that presence of any three members shall form quorum for a meeting where either the Sabhapati or the Sahakari Sabhapati is present. Absence of any particular member in a meeting shall not vitiate the proceedings of a meeting unless both the Sub-Divisional Officer and the Block Development Officer and Ex-Officio Executive Officer are absent in the meeting.

The process of recruitment against those posts which has already been started shall be completed by the existing Selection Committee but appointment orders to the selected candidates for the respective post shall be issued by the Block Development Officer and Ex-Officio Executive Officer of the concerned Panchayat Samiti.

This orders deemed to have come into force with effect from the 1st April, 2003. Necessary steps for amendment of the relevant recruitment rules will be taken in due course.
