9. Earnest Monev Deposit (EMD):

Traditional procedure of depositing EMD through off-line instruments like Bank Draft, Pay- order, Bankers
Cheque etc. has been completely dispensed with for all e-tenders/e-procurements of the State Government
w.e.f. 1st September, 2016. Intending bidders desiring to make payment of earnest money (EMD) on-line,
should beforehand read the instructions carefully, particularly in the challan generated by the system of e-
tender/e-procurement, if opted for EMD payment through RTGS/NEFT.

A. Login bv bidder:

a. A bidder desirous of taking part in a e-tender invited by a State Government shall login to the e-

challan having the details to process RTGS/NEFT transaction.

i The bidder will print the challan and use the pre-filled information to make RTGS/NEFT payment using
his/her own Bank account.

iii. Once payment is made, the bank would provide an “UTR remittance number” for successful transaction
with which the bidder will come back to the e-Procurement portal after expiry of 2 to 3 bank working days
to enable the NEFT/RTGS process to complete, in order to verify the payment made and continue with
his/her bidding process.

iv. If verification is successful, the fund gets credited to the respective Pooling account of the State
Government maintained with the Focal Point Branch of ICICI Bank at R.N Mukherjee Road, Kolkata for
collection of EMD.
