(https://wbtenders.gov.in) under Govt. of West Bengal may submit their bids. The intending contractors must have
completed at least one work of similar nature in a single contract as a prime contractor within last five years from the
date of issue of this NIT, value of which is not less than 40% of the amount put to tender. The pre-qualification
documents are to be uploaded in two separate folders.

Earnest Money & Security Deposit: The Earnest Money (2% of amount put to tender) will be released to L1 bidder /
contractor subject to submission of Performance Security (P. S.) (2.5 % of Tendered Amount) acceptable to the
Employer (Executive Engineer concerned) in the form of an unconditional Bank Guarantee or Fixed Deposit Receipt in
favour of Executive Engineer concerned from a scheduled Commercial bank.
