The entire procession should vividly
narrate thejourney and expcriences ofSelf-tlelp Group (SIIG) members, highlighting their lives
and livelihoods. This narrativc should be seamlessly integrated into the visual presentation,

ensuring a powcrful and engaging storytelling experiencc for the audience.

Develop a comprehensive theme for the Independence Day Walk, reflecting the spirit ol
the occasion.

Collaborate with SHG members to ensure alignment with objectives and cultural
relevance.

Conceptualize and design 3D models that showcase the work/products of Self-Help
Groups (SHGs).

Oversee the production and fabrication of these models, ensuring high-quality and
durable materials are used.

Creation of mobile 3D models: 'l'hese models should be equipped with wheels to
facilitate smooth movement during the procession. Create engaging and informative
content that highlights SHG contributions.

The 3D models must bc built with robust and durable materials to withstand any potential
calamities. Preferably iron structures with proper stability have to be ensured

Design visually appealing placards that effectively communicate key messages.

Print & Fabricate placards and other display items, ensuring durability and ease of
handling.

Identify and collaborate with SIIG women to participate and showcase their work.

Ensurc their contributions are effectively highlighted throughout the event.

Choreographers may be engaged to ensure flawless performance

Develop and coordinate choreography that aligns with the theme and highlights SLIG
activities.

Conduct rehearsals to ensure smooth execution on the day ofthe event.

Write a compelling script for the event's voice-over that narrates the story of SHGs and
their impact.

o The agency should have previous experience in designing, managing and executing

similar kinds ofevents engaging SHG women successfully.

o The agency should be able to provide qualified, dedicated service, for undertaking the

work. The Agency team would be required to work closely with this office as required

by the Competent Authority of WBSRLM.

o The agency shall have at its disposal a pool of highly competent staff with extensive

experience in similar nature of work.

Section VII: Evaluation proccss

After evaluation oltechnical bids, the financial bid oftechnically cligible bidders will be opcned

and finalized on the basis of least cost. Ifthe selected bidder fails 10 execute the project or if its

contract is terminated, thc bidder who has made the second lowesl bid and so on, shall be asked

for its willingrress to work on the rates of initially selected bidder.
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Section VIII: Paymcnt Tcrms
Advancc payment will not bc made in any case. All payments will be subject to issuance of
successful and satisfactory deliverables for the period by the agency. Efforts will be made for
final payments within 30 days from the date ofreceipt ofthe bills. The bills should be supported
by copy of work orders and other supporting documents, ifany. These documents must be duly
verified by the Authorized OfficerV officials of WBSRLM.

Section IX: Tcrms & Conditions

l. The competent authority reserves the right to accept or reject any tender or any part of
the tender without assigning any reason whatsoever.

2. Incomplete or bid with insufficient documents required for this Eol will be rejected.
3. Bidders/Representative must attend the Pre-Bid meeting on specific date & time as per

the date & time schedule for any queries /clarification. No queries /clarification will be

entertained after opening ofTechnical Bid Bidde(s) also may remain present at the time
of opening of technical bid.

4. The successful bidde(s) are bound to completc the entire work as per specification of
Scction V. The authority will check or test the quality of the service provided and/or
materials concerned ofeach part ofentire work to ensure the quality ofwork as per the
specification given herewith.
