(iii) Participated in the previous bidding for the same work and had quoted unreasonably high
or low bid prices and could not furnish rational justification for it to the Employer.

iv) It is observed over the time that numbers of ATR (graded U & SRI in NQM inspection) are lying
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pending for compliance and most of the cases the agencies are found reluctant in taking
measures in necessary rectification. Under these circumstances it is hereby decided by the
competent authority, as per advise of the Departmental Tender Committee that the contractors/
agencies not taking action to rectify the defects at site following specification towards
compliance of ATR within two months, will be considered as 'Poor Performer'. It will lead toward
disqualification in further participation in any tender as per SBD and that

will continue till acceptance of the rectification by the Chief Engineer with the recommendation
of SQC and Executive Engineer of the concerned division along with approval from Debarment
Committee.

Bidders who meet the minimum qualification criteria will be qualified only if their available bid
capacity for construction work is equal to or more than the total bid value. The available bid
capacity will be calculated as per annexure -B:
